Making Multimedia Connections
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As a culminating activity for this unit, you will look to various media and other forms of literature that reflect similar themes and ideas.  Using art, music, poetry, and film you will look for connections with our story in terms of theme, relationships, ideas, etc. This project should reflect your knowledge and understanding of the basic plot, characters, and ideas presented in the book. 

It will consist of four parts:

· A poem

· A song

· A piece of art

· An essay comparing the book to a film (250-300 words)

In each case you are to choose a suitable poem/song/picture/film that represents the major ideas/mood/themes of the book we just finished.

You will present either the poem, song, or picture to the class and explain how you feel it represents the themes/mood/ideas in the book. (NOTE: If you plan to use a piece of art from the Internet, you MUST get the picture or web address to me IN ADVANCE of your presentation so we can have it on the big screen!)

You will turn in a folder to me that contains:

· Song lyrics (with 1 paragraph explanation)

· Poem (with 1 paragraph explanation)

· Picture (with 1 paragraph explanation)

· Essay
